






away in the semi-finals, and then Kennedy, Blake and Miller scored first-half goals as Wolves
cruised to a 3-0 win against Sheffield United in Cardiff, in front of a crowd of almost 70,000.

1988-89

Wolves won the Division Three title, set a club record of 92 points and scored 96 goals in the
process, but for the Molineux faithful it will forever be known as “Bully’s Year”. Steve Bull – as
much a Wolves legend as Billy Wright or Derek Dougan – almost single-handedly took Wolves
into Division Two. He scored 50 goals, including 37 in the league – just one short of the club
record for a single season, held by Dennis Wescott since 1947. And, to top it off, Bully became
an England international during the season, winning the first of his 13 caps.

1971-72

Wolves had been involved in European competition since the late 1950s, but this was their first
sojourn into what had been the Fairs Cup and was now the UEFA Cup. The Molineux club got
the fans buzzing with a series of impressive performances, notably the defeat of Juventus, on
their way to an all-English, two-legged final against Tottenham. Wolves had the tournament’s top
scorer, Derek Dougan, in their side, but Spurs won 2-1 at Molineux (Jim McCalliog’s equaliser for
Wolves was cancelled out by two Martin Chivers goals) and then forced a 1-1 draw at White
Hart Lane, with David Wagstaffe scoring the Wolves goal.

1979-80

Despite wins against all the top teams – including champions Liverpool and runners-up
Manchester United (Wolves beat them home and away) –  John Barnwell’s side had to settle for
6th in the First Division. But glory came in the League Cup, for the second time in six years. A
goal midway through the second half from Andy Gray was enough to beat the League Cup
holders, Brian Clough’s Nottingham Forest. Wolves fans were clearly impressed with the club’s
performances – average gates at Molineux were 23 percent up on the previous season.

1973-74

One win in 14 games scuppered any hopes Wolves had of mounting a serious championship
challenge, but Bill McGarry’s side were in great form in the League Cup. They beat the likes of
Liverpool and Norwich on their way to the final at Wembley, where Kenny Hibbitt and John
Richards were the scorers in a 2-1 win against Manchester City. It was Wolves’ first major trophy
since their FA Cup success in 1960.

Wycombe Wanderers

1992-93

It was, without a doubt, Wycombe’s finest season. If a second FA Trophy win in three years wasn’t
enough, Martin O’Neill’s side finally made it to the Football League.

They had dominated the Conference, winning the title by a record 15 points. After an opening
day draw at Macclesfield, Wycombe then won nine in a row, and six of those games brought 24
goals. By Boxing Day they were 12 points clear, and the title race was as good as over. In the FA
Trophy, 28,000 fans made the return trip to Wembley to see their club demolish Runcorn 4-1. 
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1993-94

If just being in the Football League wasn’t enough, Wycombe then went and won promotion in
their first season. They’d looked certainties for automatic promotion coming into the final weeks
of the season, but the Wanderers failed to win any of their last five games and ended up 4th,
three points off promotion. But Martin O’Neill’s side showed resilience and flair to dispose of
Carlisle in the semi-finals, before meeting Preston in the final at Wembley. Preston were 2-1 up at
half-time, but Wycombe dominated the second half to win 4-2.

2000-01

The Wanderers finished mid-table in Division Two, but they made the semi-finals of the FA Cup for
the only time in their history. Wycombe beat the likes of Millwall and Leicester City on their way
to the FA Cup semi-finals, where they met Liverpool at Villa Park. More than 40,000 saw
Wycombe go down 2-1 to the Reds, with two second half goals effectively killing off Wycombe’s
challenge before Keith Ryan netted a last-minute consolation. Despite not reaching the final,
the Cup run will live long in the memory down in Buckinghamshire. 

1990-91

Martin O’Neill, in his first season as manager at the club, took Wycombe to the FA Trophy Final
for the first time in their history. Some 34,000 fans at Wembley – including an estimated 25,000
Wycombe supporters – made it the biggest Trophy crowd ever, and they saw the Chairboys
beat Kidderminster 2-1, with Mark West scoring the history-making winner for the Wanderers. 

1991-92

Wycombe won 30 of their 42 league games and collected 94 points, but they were still beaten
to the Conference title – and promotion to the Football League – by Colchester United. But the
Chairboys did win the Bob Lord Trophy (the Conference’s league cup) and Martin O’Neill’s side
had shown they were a force to be reckoned with in non-league football.

Yeovil Town

2004-05

In only their second season in the Football League, Yeovil Town won the League Two Championship.

The Glovers – with Gary Johnson at the helm – notched up 83 points and scored 90 league
goals, with Phil Jevons top-scoring with 27. Seven successive league wins in January were
sandwiched between two FA Cup victories, and although Yeovil went out of the Cup at
Charlton they stayed in the promotion hunt. But the fans had to wait until the final day, and a 3-
0 win against Lincoln at Huish Park, before they could celebrate promotion, and the title. 

2002-03

The Yeovil fans’ hopes of promotion to the Football League were finally realised, as Gary Johnson’s
side won the Conference title with a record 95 points. The Glovers were unbeaten at Huish Park
and lost just three games away from home, and in the end they won the title by a record 17-point
margin. Yeovil scored a century of goals, with four or more scored on 11 occasions.
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2001-02

Man-of-the-match Adam Stansfield scored the second and decisive goal of the FA Trophy Final
against Stevenage at Villa Park to give Yeovil their first FA Trophy success. The cup run made up
for a disappointing season in the Conference. After finishing runners-up in 2001, Yeovil were
strongly fancied to go one better, but their home form let them down and they could finish only
a remote third.

2006-07

Yeovil came within 90 minutes of promotion to the Championship in only their fourth season in
the Football League. The club finished 5th in League One to set up a play-off semi-final with
Nottingham Forest. Yeovil lost the first leg at Huish Park 2-0, but in the second leg they put in one
of the best performances ever seen in the play-offs, beating Forest 5-2 on their own patch. The
momentum appeared to be with Yeovil, and 30,000 fans made the trip to Wembley, but
Blackpool scored two goals either side of half-time to secure their place in the Championship.

1996-97

Yeovil, managed by former Spurs player Graham Roberts, lost just three league games all
season as they stormed to the Isthmian Premier League title, and promotion to the Conference.
Remarkably, even though they dropped just 25 points during the season, the Glovers finished
only six points ahead of Enfield (who also lost only three matches). Sutton were 34 points back in
third. Between December and May, Yeovil won 20 of the 26 league games they played.
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
